waste d i s p o s a l  f a c i l i t i e s  and o t h e r  c a t e g o r i e s  
of p u b l i c  and p r i v a t e  u ses  of  land.  The l and  
use  element s h a l l  inc lude  a  s ta tement  of  t h e  
s t anda rds  o f  popula t ion  d e n s i t y  and bu i ld ing  
i n t e n s i t y  recommended f o r  t h e  va r ious  d i s t r i c t s  
and o t h e r  t e r r i t o r y  covered by t h e  plan.  The 
l and  u s e  e lement  s h a l l  a l s o  i d e n t i f y  a r e a s  
covered by t h e  p l an  which a r e  s u b j e c t  t o  f lood-  
i n g  and s h a l l  be reviewed annual ly  wi th  r e s p e c t  
t o  such a r e a s .  

(b) A c i r c u l a t i o n  element c o n s i s t i n g  o f  t he  g e n e r a l  
l o c a t i o n  and e x t e n t  of e x i s t i n g  and proposed 
major t ho roughfa re s ,  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  r o u t e s ,  
t e r m i n a l s ,  and o t h e r  l o c a l  p u b l i c  u t i l i t i e s  
and f a c i l i t i e s ,  a l l  c o r r e l a t e d  wi th  t he  land  
use element of  t h e  p lan ."  

Relationship T o  The General Plan 
Land use and c i r c u l a t i o n  elements  a r e  two of n ine  g e n e r a l  
p l an  elements  r equ i r ed  under S t a t e  Law, The County ' s  cur -  
r e n t  land use and c i r c u i a t i o n  elements  a r e  t o  be found 
wi th in  a  numbersf g e n e r a l  p lan  docxnentri. I n  1967, the  
County adopted a  g e n e r a l  plan whrch dep ic t ed  land use and 
c i r c u l a t i o n  on an o v e r a l l  csunty  gene ra l  2 l an  map wi th  
accompanying t e x t .  This  document a long  wi th  a p p l i c a b l e  
p o r t i o n s  o'f p r ev ious ly  adopted plans .comprised t h e  General  
Plan i n  1967. 

Since 1967, gene ra l  p l an  updates  have been unaercaken f o r  
va r ious  subareas  of  t h e  County. These rnclude tae 1971 
Vacavi l le  Area General  P lan ,  t h e  1973 Southeas te rn  Solano 
County Area General  P l an ,  t he  1975 West C e n t r a l  Solano 

. County General  Plan and t h e  1979 Collinsville-Montezuma 
H i l l s  Area Plan and Program w h ~ c h  amended t h e  Southeas te rn  
Area General  Plan,  I n  a d d l t ~ o n ,  s rnce  1967, t he  County 
has adopted a  number of county-wide g e n e r a l  ? l an  e lements  
which have expanded and r a i i n e d  :.he Csunty's g e n e r a l  2Lan 
p o l r c i e s .  These rnclude tne  1973 3esource Conse rvac~on  
and Open Space Element, t h e  1977 Heal th  and S a f e t y  Ele- 
ment, t he  1977 Scenic  Roadways Element and t h e  1979 
Housing Element. 



I n  a d d i t i o n  t o  t he  a r e a  p l ans  and r equ i r ed  genera l  plan 
e lements ,  a  number of r e l a t e d  p l ans  have been prepared. 
These include the  1967 Solano County Recreat ion Plan,  
t h e  1968 Master Plan of A i rpo r t s ,  the  1976 Suisun Marsh 
P r o t e c t i o n  P lan ,  t he  1977 S o l i d  Waste Management Plan,  
t h e  1977 and 1979 Sur face  Runoff Management Plans  and 
t h e  1979 Solano County Transpor t a t i on  Plan,  

A s  a  r e s u l t  of these  planning a c t i v i t i e s ,  t h e r e  has been 
an inc reas ing  need f o r  t h e  c o r r e l a t i o n  of t he  var ious  
adopted plans  and elements  and updat ing t h e  land use element 
i n t o  a s i n g l e  r e p r e s e n t a t i o n  of land use po l icy .  

This  Land Use and C i r c u l a t i o n  Elenent  supersedes  previous 
e lements  by conso l ida t ing  and updat ing the County's 1967 
General  Plan and subsequent a r e a  g e n e r a l  p lans .  This 
e lement ,  along with t h e  fo l lowing  e lements ,  c o n s t i t u t e s  
Solano County ' s General  Plan :

30th t h e s e  p l ans  supglemen' tr'n 
more gene ra l  p o l i c i e s  found i n  t h i s  element. The geo- 
g r a p h i c a l  e x t e n t  of t h e s e  pLannsng a r e a s  a r e  dep ic t ed  
on F igure  3 .  

A s  requiznd under s t a t e  laws,  a l l  elements of t he  gene ra l  
p l an  must be i n t e r n a l l y  c o n s i s t e n t .  This  means t h a t  a l l  
g o a i s ,  o b j e c t i v e s ,  p o l i c i e s ,  p roposa ls  and s tandards  of 
each element of the g e n e r a l  p lan  must be c o n s i s t e n t  with  
and mutxal ly  s u p p o r = ~ - ~ e  of =ach ocher .  

The p o l i c i e s  and proposa ls  of each g e n e r a l  p lan  element 
a long  wi th  t he  gene ra l  p l an  map a r e  of equa l  importance 
and must be considered t o g e t h e r  i n  the  a p p l i c a t i o n  of 
t he  p lan .

While t he  County 's  General Plan a p p l i e s  t o  unincorporated 
areas, each c i t y  has adopted a  g e n e r a l  p lan  f o r  guiding 
f u t u r e  growth and development w i t h i n  i ts  j u r i s d i c t i o n .  
C i t y  land use proposals  have been inco rpo ra t ed  on the  
County Land U s e  and C i r c u l a t i o n  Nap f o r  a r e a s  wi th in  t h e  
urban growth l i n e s .  Reference should be made t o  ind i -  
v i d u a l  c i t y  genera l  p lans  f o r  more s p e c i f i c  land 
use  d e s i g n a t i o n s  and development p o l i c i e s  f o r  development 
w i t h i n  t h e  urban growth l i n e s .  

Using The Plan 
Each of t h e  G2neral Plan elements ,  a long  with  the Land 
U s e  and C i r c u l a t i o n  Element Nap, p rovides  a  guide and 
sets f o r t h  long te-rn p o l i c i e s  f o r  day t o  day dec i s ion  
making. Together t hese  elements provide a  comprehensive 
s t a t emen t  of t he  goa l s ,  o b j e c t i v e s ,  p o l i c i e s  and programs 
f o r  shaping growth and development w i th in  t he  County 
and f o r  p r o t e c t i n g  its a g r i c u l t u r a l  and n a t u r a l - r e s o u r c e s .  

This  Land U s e  and C i r c u l a t i o n  Element is intended t o  
provide  po l i cy  guidance u n t i l  t h e  yea r  1995. I n  keeping 
wi th  t h a t  time horizon,  land has been a l l o c a t e d  t o  
r e s i d e n t i a l ,  commercral and i n d u s t r i a l  u se s  t o  match 
the  p r o j e c t i o n s  of growth f c r  the  unincor?orated a rea .  
I t  must be recoqnrzed, however, c h a t  t ne  f u t a z t  r a t s  
of development nay occur more s lowly o r  more r ap id ly  
than p ro j ec t ed  i n  t he  plan.  The p lanning  process  allows 
f o r  t h e  v a r i a b l e  r a t e  a t  whicb growth t a k e s  p lace  by 
?rovid ing  f o r  ?e r rod ic  ? l an  reviews. I t  i s  proposed 
t h a t  t h i s  plan be reviewed x i t h i n  f i v e  years and amendments 
cons idered  a s  may be necessary.  

The Land U s e  and C i r c u l a t i o n  Element i n  some cases  makes 
s p e c i f i c  p rooosa ls  and recommendations r e l a t i n g  t o  land use 
des igna t ions .  I n  o t h e r  ca ses  p o l i c i e s  and proposals  a r e  
more "genera l"  i n  na ture  i n  o rde r  t o  2rovide some f l e x i -  
b i l i t y  i n  ~mplementrng bas i c  2 o l i c i e s  and achieving s t a t e d  
g o a l s  and o b j e c t i v e s  . When q u e s t i o n s  of i n t e r 7 r e t a t i o n  
a r i s e ,  che 9 l a n n ~ n g  DeparLnent s h a l l  ? r epa re  w r i t t e n  i n t e r -  
p r e t a t i o n s  f o r  review by t he  2 lanning  Commission. Over 
t i m e ,  t h e s e  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s  w i l l  c o n s t i t u t e  a  body of opin-- 
ion and record  f o r  c o n s i s t e n t  a p p l i c a t i o n  a s  the  glan i s  
c a r r ~ e d  o u t .
